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Pack Meetings - 1X per month: all members of the pack meet as one to celebrate accomplishments,
participate in activities, and build relationships.

Den Meetings - 1X or 2X per month: small meetings where den members (same grade) meet to pursue
adventures which fulfill requirements for rank advancements.
